WAR STORIES

(TALES OF TUXEDOED COMBAT)

Being a parent in our business can be tough
at times. The combination of long hours
away from home, plus the fact that we are
usually working on weekends and holidays,
can make family life extremely difficult.
Therefore, it is important to put extra effort
into staying close to our children.

This was especially important to me when
my three children were very young. When |
was working, I telephoned them every sin-
gle night. On my days off, I always spent
"special time" with them. My kids came
first to me, and I made sure they knew it.
Being a photographer with children often
has a lighter side as well. My oldest, Sho-
shana, is twenty-five now and living in the
Albany area. When she was about three, she
received a book of Mickey and Minnie pa-
per dolls. The first thing she did was punch
out the tuxedo, put it on Mickey and said,
"Look, Daddy, Mickey's going to work!"

In those days, I worked very long hours for
a studio far from home. Monday was my
only day off. When Shoshana was in first
grade, she wrote a story illustrated with a
small sketch of what looked like an eye.
She wrote that Monday was her favorite
day of the week because she knew that on
Monday her daddy would pick her up from

the school bus. The
drawing was of a blue
eye looking through a
camera. She wrote
that she knew her
daddy loved her very
much. The teacher agreed.

My son Joshua is twenty-three now, and has
been working as my assistant since the age
of fourteen. Unlike his father, he has a won-
derful sense of comic timing and a dry wit.
(Once when we got an annoying dinner-
time solicitation to change our long-
distance phone service, he told the caller
sadly, "We don't have a telephone" and
hung up.)

A couple of years ago, we were on a Bar
Mitzvah with an especially obnoxious
crowd of thirteen-year-olds. One kid in par-
ticular kept messing around with my equip-
ment, repeatedly turning off my room lights
and threatening to pour drinks into my
cases. I calmly attempted two or three times
to instill a sense of civility in the little
hoodlum, but this proved to be unsuccess-
ful. Joshua then put the look on his face that
NFL linesmen use to convince opponents
that they are about to be mashed into puree
of Astroturf.
