A SPECIAL MESSAGE FROM GARY SMALL TO ALL OF YOU WHO ARE STILL ON
THE FENCE

The words “Digital” and “Photoshop” have been the buzzwords of our industry for quite some time
now. It’s more important than ever to stay at the leading edge of our rapidly evolving industry. The
key to staying ahead is ongoing education. It was true for traditional photography and it’s even
truer with digital, since it changes so rapidly.

And yet, with that in mind, the following are comments I heard with regard to people furthering
their education in Photoshop:

“I already learned Photoshop. I want to learn something else”
“It’s the same thing year in and year out”

“I want to learn something that will help me make money”

“I already know everything I need to work in Photoshop”
...and many more

For those of you who feel that way and all of you who are still undecided, please allow me to give
you some myths and facts about working in Photoshop:

MYTH: “Once you learn the basics of Photoshop, you have everything you need to know to get the
job done”

FACT: Photoshop is like photography. Did you stop after learning the basics of photography? Of
course not! There are always new techniques and methods to be learned. That’s why we go to
school every year. Besides, the average person only retains about 15% of what they learn, and
that’s if they use what they learned. One person told me after one week of not using Photoshop, she
forgot most of what she learned in class and had to learn all over from the beginning.

MYTH: “It’s the same thing year in and year out”

FACT: New techniques are being developed every day. New software and plugins (helpers) are
being developed every day. The use of Photoshop is fluid and ever-changing and we need to keep
up with the latest or be left behind. Did you realize Adobe releases a new version of Photoshop
every 18 months? That makes it even more important to be up to date.

MYTH: “I want to learn to do something that will make money”

FACT: Most of us are shooting digital. It’s more important than ever to know how to handle those
digital files. Incorrect manipulation, bottlenecks and inefficient workflows all add up to increased
costs. After all, time is money. So while you may know something about processing digital files, in
the long run not knowing enough can cost you money. Learning how to work efficiently and pro-



fessionally WILL help you make more money and get you back behind the camera faster.
MYTH: “I already know everything I need to work in Photoshop”

FACT: Do you use what you know every day? Do you practice what you’ve learned every day? As
the old saying goes, “if you don’t use it, you lose it”. If we knew everything after one class, there
would be no need to go back to school year after year. Why do people study with Monte every
year? Didn’t they learn everything he had to teach the first time? Or did they want to hear it again
for reinforcement and see what new things he’s up to since last year? Same thing with a Photoshop
class.
